Fishermen will be issued a wristband
at registration. Fishermen must wear a wristband and show their ticket at weigh-in. Entry fee: $100 per
boat. Up to 3 anglers. Species are: Red Snapper, King Mackerel, Cobia (Ling), Bonito, & Shark. Cash
prizes are: 1st-$250 and trophy, 2nd-$150 for each species.
Fishing hours are from 6pm Friday, May 28, 2010 through 6pm Saturday, May 29, 2010.
Weigh-in will be at the Community Pavilion at the Port Mansfield Harbor Y from 12 noon - 6pm Saturday,
May 29, 2010.
